

	CRA Bumping Races 
Entry Form and Information




An ENTRY FORM for the CRA Bumping Races 2010 is set out below and reference to the current RULES, as stated on the CRA website, must be made when completing your application. Please take note of the changes made since last year. 

In particular, please note the requirements for the electronic listing of crew names, together with any alterations to crew composition made before or during racing. (Rules 2.1; 2.2 and 2.3), and, on the crew listing, the need to provide contact details for each crew captain, for use in the event of any disputes. It is assumed that all Clubs understand that contact will ONLY be made with their nominated ‘Bumps Organiser’, who accepts responsibility for communicating throughout the Club, in respect of all general communications. Communication with individual crews will only be done in the event of a specific need. In the event of an emergency preventing the organiser from carrying out this function, it is the responsibility of the Club to notify both the Bumps Secretary and ‘bumps@townbumps.co.uk’ and to appoint a replacement immediately. 

Please note the need to apply NOW in respect of any individual seeking dispensation under Rule 2.5 and a specific form for this purpose is on the website. 

ALL NAMES must only record the first name together with the surname and be in normal sentence case e.g. Mandy Smith. Note that the age of rowers and coxes is restricted. (Rule 2.6) Note that crews must be accompanied by at least one follower, who is there to assist the cox (Rule 3.6) and also to help with the general safety of the races. 

It is up to the Club to ensure that all boats and coxes comply with the ARA Water Code but all boats must have a proper bow ball, securely fixed; coxes must wear a lifejacket or buoyancy aid  (these terms are not specific – the idea being to try to give the cox some protection to his or her back case of being hit by an oar from behind in addition to the usual role should the boat capsize) and the heel restraints must be correctly fitted. (Rule 3.5)   

The club will be fined if their marshals are not in attendance – details of the requirements placed on each Club in respect of their provision of marshals throughout the event will be notified separately.

It is up to you to get the original entry form, with crew lists and cheque attached, to me in advance of the Bumps Committee meeting at the '99 Boathouse when entries close at 7.30pm on Monday 12 July. Your on-line entry must also have been completed. Ideally allow enough time to post them to me.

There will be a meeting of the CRA Delegates committee, at which representatives from all clubs should attend, at the ' 99 Boathouse on Tuesday 13 July at 8.30 pm 

It is important that all coxes must have attended a coxes meeting (Rule 2.14) so that they can fully understand the rules of Bumps racing and the importance of safety matters. Nick Acock will run these this year. Nick is an experienced Bumps cox himself and we would like ALL COXES to attend so that they are registered as having done so.  These meetings will also provide an opportunity, in advance of the main meeting, for new coxes to gain help and advice. Any person who has agreed to act as a marshal, particularly those acting for the first time, should also attend. Dates and times of these meetings will be notified separately later

IT IS IMPORTANT THAT ALL CLUB MEMBERS SHOULD FAMILARISE THEMSELVES WITH THE ARRANGEMENTS AND WITH THE RULES.

We would like to have available, for inclusion in the programme for 2011, information about each CRA member Club participating in the Bumps including a brief history of the Club and any individuals who have, in some way, excelled in the sport. This may be in respect of the number of Bumps races an individual has entered over a lengthy rowing career or some star performance in a major regatta or even perhaps an Olympics! We would also like to be able to include in the programme a picture of the blades used by each Club, showing the Club’s colours. Peter Welton would like to hear from you with the following information:
